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Instructions

In order for an application package to be considered complete, all of the following questions must be answered. Your response to Part A should be approximately 500 words. The responses for Part B should not exceed 750 words. The exact word count (which must not exceed 1250 words) must be given at the bottom of the final page.
Questions
Part A: (Approximately 500 Words)
Explain your reason(s) for your first choice(s) and how that aligns with your personal, professional and/or academic goals.
Part B: (Approximately 750 Words)

What qualities do you possess that make you an above average ambassador for the Schulich School of Business?  Give an example of when you have demonstrated your ambassadorial skills.
II.
What challenges (if any) do you expect to encounter while on exchange and how do you plan to cope with these challenge(s)?
III.
Describe three characteristics of Canadian culture that make it unique.
IV.  Write your response to one of the following scenarios:

a) While you are on exchange you are invited to a house warming of one of the local students.  When you arrive you notice that many of the guests are eating fried insects.  You do not want to take part in this local custom but the host insists that it is a delicacy and it is customary to have this appetizer before the main course.   You do not want to offend your friend.  What do you do?

b) Consider a situation where you and another student are jointly working on a project. You divided up work in a manner you both agreed to. However, your team member fails to do his or her share of the work. How would you handle this?
c) You are invited to represent Schulich at a roundtable meeting for exceptional business students. The purpose of this roundtable meeting is to create a promotional brochure for prospective business students. Agreeing on the direction of the promotional piece is sometimes contentious or difficult to resolve. You find that representatives have diverse views and sometimes hold very strong opinions or positions. You find yourself repeatedly conflicting with a representative from another school.  How would you establish a satisfactory working relationship with this person to accomplish the task?
