The Application Package
All application forms can be found under ‘Application Information & Forms’ in the Undergraduate Exchange section of the Study Abroad web site.  Incomplete packages will not be accepted.
· Exchange application form. Applicants must submit an application form indicating the ONE partner school they would most like to attend.  If applicants are indifferent about several partner schools they may indicate more than one choice on the application form.

· One passport-sized photo. Black and white preferred.
· Application Questions (maximum 1250 words). The applicant must answer all of the questions. The word count must be indicated at the end of the questions.
· Proposed study plan for exchange program choice(s).  Resource materials and course calendars are located in the Resource Centre, W263.  The web site for exchange partners can be found on the Study Abroad link under the given institution.  Please review the “Proposed Study Plan Guidelines” for more details. 
· *Language Referee Form. Applicants who intend to study in another language must submit a language referee form. This should be filled out by the applicant’s current or past language instructor. Those applicants intending to study in the language of their mother tongue do not need to submit this form. 
· Proof of language facility (if applicable).  Students who plan to take courses in a language other than English while on exchange may include supporting documentation about their language proficiency (e.g. language course certificates, university course work, etc.)
* The referees should be advised that the forms need to be sent directly to the Office of Student Services & International Relations (W263) before the deadline listed above.
